TERMS
CONTRACT 


1. Property Description: The remodeling work will take place at the following property:

0. Legal Description:  [Legal Description of Property]

2. Grant of Access: The Homeowner grants the Contractor and any subcontractors the right to access the property for the purpose of performing the remodeling work.
